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NATIONAL EDUCATION POLICY (NEP) 2020 - THE WAY AHEAD?

Educate - Agitate - Organize were the three steps
proposed by Dr. Ambedkar, Jurist economist
academic politician social reformer anthropologist
writer and the Father of the Indian constitution for
achieving equality liberty and fraternity promised
by the French revolution. The outfit suit and tie of
Dr. Ambedkar and the half naked clothing of M.K
Gandhi, the Father of the nation, both had a
political point to score, so also the National
Education Policy 2020 (NEP). The NEP has a
politics of its own while India needs an education
policy that revives the education sector with quality
and accessibility.

The Union Cabinet of Central Government has
approved the NEP on 29 July 2020, although it was
not taken up for discussion in the required forum.
This is the first education policy of the 21st century
and replaces the thirty four year old National
Policy on Education (NPE 1986); before the NPE
was the National Education Commission,
popularly known as Kothari Commission, of 1968.
Both these policies were path-breaking for the
nation’s education system. Change continues to be
the only permanent thing. Religion, culture,
politics and international relations have played a
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part in the changes we see around us. The
education imparted to the young generation
must reflect these changes and prepare them for
the future.

This NEP 2020 is the first education policy of the
21st century and aims to address the many
growing developmental imperatives of our
country. This Policy proposes the revision and
revamping of all aspects of the education
including its regulation and
governance, to create a new system that is

structure,

aligned with the goals of 21st century education,
including Sustainable Development Goal 4
(SDG4), while building upon India’s traditions
and value systems.

While it is important to achieve the SDG,

one should move from the particular to the
universal as far as education is concerned and
not vice versa. NEP aims to rectify poor literacy
and numeracy outcomes associated with
primary schools, focus on early childhood care
and restructure curriculum and pedagogy,
reform assessment and exams, invest in teacher
training, and bring a holistic change in the
education system of the country.
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NATIONAL EDUCATION POLICY (NEP) 2020 - THE WAY AHEAD?(Cont.)

The Policy aims for universalisation of
education from pre-school to secondary level
with 100 per cent Gross Enrolment Ratio (GER)
in school education by 2030 and aims to raise
GER in higher education to 50 per cent by 2025.
Government approved a plan to increase public
spending on education to nearly 6% of GDP
from around 4% now. The sharpest criticism
against the NEP has been that it would lead to
the privatization of higher education which is a
denial of social justice.The NEP aims to
gradually phase out the system of affiliationto a
university in 15 years and grant autonomy to
colleges which will open the doors to
privatization. Judging government and private
educational using the same
yardstick will pave way for the entry of

institutions
corporate and private players into the
education sector. The government is shying
away from its own responsibility to provide
quality higher education for all, instead
allowing foreign universities to enter the
country which will definitely charge a high
tuition and increase the caste and class based
inequalities in education further. The policy
encourages private investments in education
and invites foreign universities to open their
campuses in India. This is good in a way to
aligning with global standards but it will also
lead to more privatization of Indian education.
This will again make it difficult for students
from the marginalized and economically weak
sections to get in and build their future. As is the
case in Gujarat among whom we work to alarge
extent. Dr. Ambedkar fought for the education
of the mass. Making it accessible for all is an
unrealistic dream even today.NEP might open
the doors for children to become school drop
outs and become ‘skilled Iaborers’.
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Given the pandemic, online Education and access
to internet have become unavoidable. While sea of
information and data has become available,
individuals have become islands. I am afraid that
the individualism of the present and current
proposed changes in the education system might
lead the child astray. The unpreparedness of the
country as far as the healthcare is concerned was
quite obvious in the incapability to supply medical
oxygen to the needy during the pandemic. It will
not be a surprise if education sector- the oxygen
supply of the humane society- suffers the same
fate when the NEP knocks at the door of the poor.
To the common man, NEP still sounds Greek to the
ears. While central planning and coordination in
providing appropriate orientation to the teacher
trainers, teachers, parents and all stake holders in
a schooling system is the need, local leadership
will remain a challenge in the days ahead, as the
implementation of NEP appears to be a political
question. It is however critical to look for the
silver lining in NEP as hope is the only way for life
ahead.
