The feast of St. Francis Xavier is celebrated on 3rd December
every year all over the world. It is impossible to find a saint
who did not take two P’s seriously, Prayer and Penance. We
can find these qualities in St. Francis Xavier who was a
Spanish Jesuit, the patron saint of Roman Catholic missions.
As a humble and grateful tribute to this great Jesuit we have
prayers of ‘Sarva Dharma Shambhav’ in our school every
year.

The family of Xavier was noble, powerful, and famous in the
kingdom of Navarra. He was born at Xavier castle on 8th
April 1506. When Francis was a boy a series of wars brought
ruin to the proud family. Their castles were destroyed, their
land confiscated, and heavy taxes imposed. Yet the family
fought to restore its fortune and name. Great hopes were
pinned on the young Francis who was sent to the famous
Paris University to equip himself for the work of building up
the family once again.

Francis’ career in Paris was brilliant, and an exceptional
student, a champion athlete, and a magnetic personality.
Back in Navarra, the family would be delighted. For just
before he was ready to step out of the university, crowned
with honours and fame,he met St. Ignatius of Loyola who
was the founder of the society of Jesuits, and hebecame the
follower of him. Francis had been confronted with the basic
question that Christ asks:What does it profit a man if he
wins the whole world but loses his own soul? He had
recognized wealth, power, and honour as false Gods, and he

had seen how they can make a man blind to his deepest
value. So, he became a Jesuit priest at Rome in 1537 and
landed in Goa.He worked with the most deprived among the
native population,prisoners,lepers, and slaves. After 5
months in Goa,he moved across southern India to conduct a
mission work. He breathed his last at the Sancian island,
about 10 km from the mainland of China on 3rdDecember
1552. The life of St. Francis Xavier reads like a novel, and it
would take a lengthy book to cover it all. When the body of
St. Xavier was transferred to goa the following year, the
body was found as fresh as the day it was buried. When the
news of this miracle reached the Vatican the title of ‘Saint’
was conferred on Xavier. His mausoleum was erected in the
Basilica of Bom Jesus Church and the mortal remains were
kept inside in a silver casket.

What raised him to the status of sainthood, was the fact that
he succeeded in extricating himself from his lowly
beginning and worldly entanglements, in mastering his
innate weakness to attain the ultimate heights of human
existence.

We pray to God to motivate us to serve the people with the
same spirit of St. Francis Xavier.
