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St. Ignatius was a Spanish knight from a Basque
noble family, hermit, priest since 1537, and
theologian, who founded the society of Jesus (Jesuits)
and was its first Superior General. Ignatius emerged
as a religious leader during the Counter-Reformation.
Loyola’s devotion to the Catholic Church was
characterized by unquestioning obedience to the
Catholic Church’s authority and hierarchy. After
being wounded at the battle of  Pamplona in 1521, he
underwent a spiritual conversion while in recovery.
He experienced a vision of the Virgin Mary and the
infant Jesus while at the shrine of Our Lady of
Montserrat in 1522. Thereafter he went to Manresa,
where he began praying for seven hours a day, often
in a nearby cave, while formulating the fundamentals
of the Spiritual Exercises. Between 1524 and 1537,
Ignatius studied theology and Latin in Spain and then
in Paris. Ignatius and a few followers bound
themselves by vows of poverty, chastity and
obedience. In 1539, they formed the Society of Jesus,
approved in 1540 by Pope Paul III, as well as his
spiritual Exercises approved in 1548. He died in July
1556, was beatified by Pope Paul V in 1609,
canonized by Pope Gregory XV in 1622, and declared
patron of all spiritual retreats by Pope Pius XI in
1922 and he is also considered a patron of soldiers .
Ignatius’ feast day is celebrated on 31July, the day he
died.

એટલે ‘ધી આઇરન મેન ઓફ ઈન્ડિયા’ ને આપ્યો હતો. સંસદના
સ્પીકર શ્રી શંકરભાઇ ચૌધરી અને MLA શ્રીમતી રીટાબેન પટેલે
ડો.શ્યામપ્રસાદજીના તૈલચિત્ર સન્મુખ  પુષ્પાંજલી અર્પણ કરી.
તેમણે અમને દેશના સારા નાગરિક તરીકે નિયમોનું પાલન કરવા
અને સારી રીતે ભણવાનું પ્રોત્સાહન આપ્યુ.. તેમણે અમારી વધતી
જિજ્ઞાસાને જોઈને અમને સવાલો પૂછવા કહ્યું. તેમણે અમારા

અલગ મંત્રીઓ અને રાજ્યના બજેટ વિષે પણ જણાવ્યુ. તેમણે
સાંસદના ઇતિહાસ વિષે જણાવ્યુ કે આ ભવન બન્યા પહેલા
બેઠકો અમદાવાદ સિવિલ ઓપીડીમાં થતી હતી, ત્યાર બાદ
1917થી તે સે-17ના પુસ્તકાલયમાં થવા લાગી અને હવે આ
ભવન બની ગયા પછીથી બેઠકો અહિયાં થવા લાગી છે. તેમણે
અમને બેઠકના 0-અવર અને પહેલા અવરમાં થતી કામગીરી
વિષે જણાવ્યુ. હાલ બધા ધારાસભ્યોને ઈ-બૂક એટલે કે
કમ્પ્યુટરની સુવિધા આપવાનું કામ ચાલી રહ્યું છે. આ બધુ જોયા
પછી અને વિધાનસભામાં થતી કામગીરી વિષે રસપ્રદ માહિતી
