We know the 3 states of matter, however
it exists in 5 states (4th Plasma & 5th Bose

Einstein condensate). Plasma can be
obtained by the process of inter
conversion (of states of matter), when

particular gas is heated at certain high
amount of temperature, we get plasma.
This plasma with very excited particles has
an ability to ignite also this state of matter
is a best ecofriendly source of energy
generation taking the following fact into
consideration. IPR (Institute of Plasma
Research) is trying their best to research
efficiently on this state of matter (Plasma)
in order gain the immense facts about
Plasma and work with it. Almost 99.9 % of
the observable universe is made of plasma.
The gases existing inside the sun with an
extremely hot temperature, exist at the
plasma state (where this gases at plasma
state last for long). So, for studying and
researching on plasma an adequate
temperature is required to make the plasma
last for little longer. This has been made
possible by creating comparatively hot

temperature artificially at IPR. IPR has
these massive machines called The
ADITYA-U tokamak and SST tokamak,

which basically helps in creating a
temperature at which plasma can exist for
little longer so that they can conduct
research but temperature created by that
machine can only last plasma for minimal
seconds!. The tokamak are massive
machines that help in confining plasma
with the help of powerful magnetic field in
the shape of torus. Positively charged ions
and negatively charged electrons in a
fusion plasma are at very |high
temperatures, and have correspondingly
large velocities.

In order to maintain the fusion process,
to confine the plasma these torus shape

of tokamak is used to make the flow of

particles constant w/the help of
magnetic fields. Now in Aditya tokamaka
maximum of 1.2 T (toroidal) magnetic
field (tf) is generated with the help of 20
toroidal field coils spaced symmetrically
in the toroidal direction in order to
provide primary mechanism of
confinement of plasma particles. The
plasma particles can only last for
500msec that is less than 1 Sec. If, |
move towards SST tokamak then it
consists of 2 parts “ecrh” where
electrons are heated and “icrh” where
ion are heated. These electrons and ions
move towards the main chamber where
almost 16 tf coils are used to provide
primary mechanism for confinement of
plasma, here in both the machines
hydrogen gas is heated in order to
achieve plasma. Advanced tokamak is
being made in France by ITER which is
much more advanced.
