Saint Ignatius of Loyola is considered to be
one of the most influential personalities in
the catholic history. His feast day is
celebrated on July 31st. Born in to a noble
family in the year 1491, Saint Ignatius was a
Spanish soldier who fought many battles
with his skill however, during a siege in
1521 he suffered a severe leg wound which
made him bedridden for many months.
During this he experienced a profound
spiritual transformation, reading about
saints and contemplating his own mortality.
After his recovery Ignatius dedicated his
life to serving god and founded the Society
of Jesus in 1540 with which he helped
individuals to grow spirituality by making
them exercise meditation and perform

prayers. He even emphasized the
Importance of Education, intellectual
rigor and social justice by establishing
schools and universities. Saint Ignatius
of Loyola passed away on July 31st 1556,
in Rome Italy. After looking at his
contributions he was canonized as a
saint in 1662 not only this but he is also
a patron saint of many organizations.
