Staff Development Program at St. Xavier’s School, Gandhinagar

In a spirit of renewal and recommitment to the
Jesuit mission, St. Xavier’s School, Gandhinagar,
organized a two-day staff development program on
the 5th and 6th of June 2025. The entire teaching
staff and the admin staff participated
enthusiastically in the sessions, which were led by
the esteemed resource person, Fr. Ambrose Vedam,
S.J.

The program commenced at 8:00 a.m. on 5th June
with a formal welcome of Fr. Ambrose. The
introductory session set a reflective tone as he
invited the participants to delve deeply into the
theme: "Who am | as a missionary teacher, and what
is my work as a chosen Jesuit teacher?"

Day One: Exploring Identity and Vocation:

The first day focused on the identity of a Jesuit
educator. Fr. Ambrose used a well-structured
PowerPoint presentation to explain the spiritual
and pedagogical roots of Jesuit education. The
sessions were dynamic, interwoven with group
activities and personal reflection exercises that
encouraged teachers to revisit their call to
education in the light of the Jesuit mission.

The concept of being a missionary teacher was
unpacked—not just as a profession, but as a
vocation grounded in service, justice, and faith.
Teachers engaged in meaningful dialogue,
deepening their understanding of how their role
extends beyond the classroom into the holistic
development of every student.

Day Two: Mission, Formation, and the Heart of
Jesuit Education:

The second day built upon the foundations laid
on the first. Fr. Ambrose guided the sessions
around the themes of personal growth, social
responsibility, faith formation, and the mission of
Jesuit education. The discussions explored the
qguestion: Why are we called to this profession?

Particular emphasis was placed on the teacher-
student relationship, urging educators to
approach each child as they would their own—
with empathy, patience, adaptability, and clear
communication. Teachers were reminded of the
importance of embodying the Ignatian principles
in their daily interactions and pedagogical
choices. The two sessions of the day left
participants both spiritually enriched and
practically empowered. The sense of shared
mission and renewed commitment was palpable.
Each day concluded with a fellowship meal,
fostering a spirit of community and gratitude.
The program came to a joyful close on 6th June,
with participants expressing deep appreciation
for the opportunity to reflect, reconnect, and
recommit to their Jesuit identity. The
development program was more than a training;
it was a spiritual retreat and a moment of
rediscovery. Every teacher left with a renewed
sense of purpose, firmly rooted in the Jesuit
tradition of forming “men and women for others.”
