ST. FRANCIS IIIIEII
PRAY FOR US

Birth: April 7, 1506 -Death: December 3, 1552

Dona Maria gave birth to Francis on 7th April, 1506. She was a
Basque to the core-full of dignity and self-respect,
hardworking and nobly independent. Xavier’s character was
gradually shaped by the austere surroundings in which he
lived, the intensity of religious feeling, the spirit of loyalty,
the courage and the profound contentment with life as God
arranged it, made a very deep impact on Francis!

Francis was tonsured when he was 18 thereafter, became a
cleric of the diocese of Pampalona. His ambitious eyes turned
eagerly towards the famous University of Paris, renowned
center of ecclesiastical learning. Francis bade farewell to his
mother and brothers and left the Xavier Castle for good. His
departure marked almost a complete severance of family ties,
for never again in his life did he see his family. He obtained
his Masters degree and started teaching philosophy at the
University of Paris, a proud soldier with a broken leg Ignatius
of Loyola, enrolled as a student. By providence, their paths
were soon to cross with remarkable effectiveness- their lives
drawn closer to each other. Ignatius shared a room with
Xavier and a pious youth from Savoy called Peter Faber, one
of Ignatius first companions. Gratitude always remained one
of Francis’s characteristic virtues. After God, he owned it all
to Ignatius and he never forgot it. The group recruited by
Ignatius had grown to seven. They decided to go to Rome and
place themselves at the service of the Pope. The Pope
graciously granted them permission to be ordained, after
having listened attentively to their theological lucubration’s,
and the Society of Jesus was formed!

On 6th May, 1542, Francis Xavier reached his final destination
India. Xavier, the papal nuncio, was received with great
kindness but he politely refused the stately residence offered
to him and as was his custom, lodged in a small cottage next to
the main building of the city hospital. Such humility was
visible in all of his future endeavors.
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"In Thee, O
Lord,
have I put my
hope.
Let me never be
confounded.”

After a few months stay in Goa, Francis was sent to the
'Fishery Coast’' Once ashore, he overspent himself to
bring the Gospel to those who knew it but didn't live it,
and to those who had never heard of it before. Xavier
hadn't mastered all the Indian dialects right away, so he
simply acted as a Christian should. He spread the Gospel
almost single handedly to unknown, unchartered lands
facing untold difficulties of climate, customs, culture
and languages, preaching the word of God. It was on the
3rd of December, 1552, that Francis bid adieu to the world
to meet the Christ he loved so much. His body was laid to
rest in Malacca. The news of his death reached India and
it was decided that his body should be transported to Goa
as he trulybelonged there. His body was exhumed and
even five months after his burial it was absolutely
untainted and showed no signs of corruption. It was
more than a year after his death, when his body was
finally brought to Goa, where it is preserved till today in
the Cathederal Bon Jesu for the veneration of people.
Both Francis Xavier and Ignatius Loyola were canonized
as saints on the same day March 12, 1662.

Francis Xavier had been a torch lifted high to light up the
world with the love of the lord. In keeping with the spirit
of St. Francis Xavier, our school orients its students
towards spiritual development and imbibes in them
qualities of selfless service and social concern.
