PONGAL CELEBRATIONS

Pongal is a four-day-long harvest festival celebrated
in Tamil Nadu, which falls in the month of 'Thai'
according to the Tamil calendar. Each day is
dedicated to a different god. The term ‘pongal’
means "to boil", signifies prosperity, and offered to
the Sun god. This festival is celebrated as a thanks
giving ceremony for the year's harvest.

The first day is called ‘Bhogi Pandigai’. Bhogi is
another name for Lord Indra, the god of thunder and
rain. Hence the first day is dedicated to Indra. The
second day is called Perum Pongal. Legend has it
that a sage called Hema prayed to Lord Vishnu. On
Pongal, the lord is believed to have taken the form of
Sarangapani and blessed the sage. The third day is
called ‘Maattu Pongal’, celebrated to glorify cattle
that help farmers in so many ways. The cattle are
bathed and decorated with vermilion and garlands
and fed a special meal. The fourth and last day is
called Kaanum Pongal. When people go to meet and
greet their near and dear ones. They also dance the
traditional dances Kummi and Kolattam.

It is a custom to clean every nook and corner of the
house a few days before the festival. On Pongal,
wearing new clothes is customary. Special dishes
made during Pongal which include “Sarkkarai
Pongal”, “Ven Pongal”, Dosai and Sambhar, Vadai
and Payasam .
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Elaborate rangolis made with rice flour adorn
every doorstep. Rice flour is used so that
insects can feed on it. It is a beautiful way of
keeping insects out of the house away while
ensuring they get their food. It adds to the
beauty of the entrance of the house. At the
centre of it, a lump of cow dung holds a five-
petal pumpkin flower, which is regarded as a
symbol of fertility and an offering of love to the
presiding deity. May these festivals bring us all
together and make this world a beautiful place
to live.

This
is followed by the Buglers of the Indian Armed Forces
playing the Shok Shashtra i.e.The Last Postandthe
Salami Shashtra i.e. The Present Arms. Everyyear The
Indian Government in visits a Foreign Head of State to
bethe Chief Guest at the Rajpath to witness the Grand
Parade that displays the Military Prowess and the
Cultural Heritage of India. This year Indian
Government has invited the Heads of States of the
Five Central Asian Countries namely Kazakhstan,
Kyrgyzstan, Uzbekistan, Turkmenistan and Tajikistan.
This would only be the second time when more than 2
Heads of States are invited as the Chief Guests while
the first being the 10 Heads of State of the ASEAN
Countries attending the event in 2018.

After the Wreath Laying Ceremony at the
National War Memorial, The President of India
arrives an dun furls the National Flag at the
Rajpath followed by a National Salute by the
President’s Body guards, which also by the way
is the senior-most Regiment of the Indian Army,
a 21-gun Salute and The National Anthem. The
Republic Day Celebrations are held between
24th to 29th January every year. However this
year the Indian Government has decided to start
the Republic Day Celebrations from 23rd
January to Include Parakram Diwas (The Birth
Anniversary of Netaji Subhash Chandra Bose).
On the eve of Republic Day, the recipients of
The Padma Awards consisting of Padma
Vibhushan, Padma Bhushanand PadmaShri are
declared by the Government for the upcoming
year. The pinnacle of the Republic Day
Celebrations is The Beating Retreat. A soul ful
and patriotic musical evening event at Vijay
Chowk. Several Marching Bands from Different
wings and contingents of the Indian Armed
Forces performhere. From electrifying patriotic
songs to soulful hymns, these performance
smark the form a lend of the Grandand Majestic
Republic Day Celebrations that lasted for almost
a week. The National Anthem is played and the
National Flag is respect fully lowered while the
Retreat by the Buglers is played.

The Bands parade back in unison while playing
the tune of “Saare Jahan se Achha”, glorifying

the great
Hindustan as the best in the world.
The Government Buildings glister with

decorative lights as the President of India is
escorted back to his residence, The Rashtrapati
Bhawan.

HARVEST FESTIVAL : LOHRI

Lohri is the folk festival of Punjabis which marks
the end of winter and considered to be the
commencement of the new year! It is mainly
celebrated by the Sikhs and the Hindus of the
Punjab region on a day before the Makar Sankranti,
i.e, on 13th January.

The word ‘Lohri’ is believed to originate from the
regional word ‘loh’ which means the warmth and
light of the fire. Lohri is signified as a harvest
festival as it commemorates the harvesting of the
winter crops or rabi crops like wheat, sesame,
jaggery,etc. It is a very important festival for the
farmers in Punjab as they perform rituals that
include thanksgiving to the sun, earth and the fire
God for granting a good harvest season. Also, on
this day, the farmers give a first offering of the
newly produced crops in the bonfire lighted during
the evening.Through the Lohri celebration, people
try to shower their attachment with Mother Nature
and pray for their good harvest.

According to mythological tales, Lohri was
considered the Holika’s sister whom, when put to
fire with Prahlad and Holika, survived while Holika
got burnt in the fire. The festival of Lohri is also
famous with the name of Lai Loee. The very next
day of Lohri, i.e.,, 14th of January, is known as

‘Maghi’ a day that means the beginning of the
month, Magh. It is an equivalent festival of ‘Makar
Sankranti,” celebrated in other parts of the Indian
Subcontinent.

Traditionally about a week before the Lohri
celebration, the local boys and girls start
collecting logs and twigs for the Lohri bonfire.
On the evening of Lohri, the auspicious bonfire
is lightened and the food harvested in the season
is fed into it. Fire is believed to be a form of god
and thus it is worshipped. All the people
celebrate Lohri enthusiastically and wear new
clothes, dance and sing together around this
auspicious bonfire. The people of Punjab
perform the folk dance of Bhangra and Gidda
after the burning of the bonfire. They also dress
in a traditional manner and enjoy the delicious
dishes especially made from jaggery, gajak |,
sesame seeds, etc.

On the Lohri day, the traditional meal is cooked
which includes the very delicious, ‘Sarson ka
saag’ and ‘Makke ki roti’ along with the kheer atta
laddu. It is a ritual in Punjab that the children, on
the day of the festival, visit door to door singing
Lohri songs and people greet them with various
gifts, sweets and wishes! And these collected
items from different houses is termed as Lohri
and is distributed among all.

This festival of Lohri spreads love and teaches
us all to forget all kinds of enimity and live with
each other unitedly and happily! As the fire of

Lohri flourishes, let us hope that all our sorrows
end with it and may the glory of Lohri fill our
lives with happiness and prosperity!!
