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Ganesh chaturthi, also known as vinayaka chaturthi, is one
of the most celebrated festivals of the hindus

The festival was an initiat8ve of shree lok manya tilak , a
great freedom fighter , taken during the era of pre-
independence keeping in mind the objective of uniting the
people of india under the name of religion.

This festival falls in the month of august or september that is
the bhadra mahina according to the hindu mytholgy .
During this ten-day festival, people devote their worship to
idols of the elephant-headed god who is also known as the
remover of obstacles and the god of new beginning.

Ganesh chaturthi is one of the most prominent festivals in
india. People of india wait the whole year for this festival
eagerly. Although it is celebrated all over the country, in the
state of maharashtra it is celebrated with the most
enthusiasm. Ganesh chaturthi is a hindu festival that
holdsanimportance in the hindureligion. Hindus refer to
lord ganesh as the remover of all obstacles. People believe
that lord ganesha comes every year with success.
Furthermore, they welcome lord ganesha in their
housesduring this festival with the belief that he will remove
all their sufferings. Ganesh chaturthi sparks joy all over the
country and unites people umder the celebrations.

Ganesh chaturthi is celebrated for 10 days. It begins on the
chaturthi when people worship lord ganesha by installing
the statue of lord ganesha in their houses and temples. This
festival ends on anant chaturdashi with ganesh visarjan.

On the last day of the festival, the tradition of ganesh
visargan takes place. The concluding day of the 10-day
festival is also popularly known as anant chaturdashi. Lord
ganpati’s idol is emersed in a river, sea, or water body with a
last prayer of the devotes to keep them blessed . This festival
is a depiction of worship , enthusiasm and celebration of the
devotion in the family along with relatives .

Vishvesh Pachode

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Ganesh Chaturthi is known as Vinayaka Chaturthi or
Ganeshotsav. It is a Hindu festival and it is celebrated as
the birth of Hindu god Ganesha. The Ganesha is theGod
of New Beginnings and the Remover of Obstacles as well
as the god of wisdom and intelligence.Ganesh Chaturthi
was first start as the public celebration was initiated by
Bal Gangadhar Tilak (Lokmanya Tilak) in Pune in the
year 1893, theaim was to unite people, make them alert
about the revolutionary movements in India and after
that in all over India people started celebrating this
festival.

The festival is marked as the installation of Ganesha’s
murti(made of clay) in homes and publicly on elaborate
pandals.The murti is brought home either a day before
or on the day of the Ganesh Chaturthi. Families decorate
a small and clean portion of the house with flowers and
other colourful items before installing the idol. The
people pray to Ganesha’smurti for 10 days. Every
morning and evening people offer flowers and Durva to
god, do Aarti and distribute Prasad to the community.
Ganesha’s favourite sweetdish is Modak(modak in
Marathi, Konkani, modakam or kudumu in Telugu,
kozhakatta or modakkam in Kannada and kozhukattai
or modagam in Tamil).A modak is a dumpling made
from rice or wheat flour, stuffed with grated coconut,
jaggery, dried fruits and other condiments. It may be
steamed or fried.

The festival ends on the tenth day after start when the
idol is carried in a public procession with music and
group chanting, then immersed in a nearby water bodies
like a river or sea and it is called visarjan. There after the
clay idol dissolves and Ganesha is believed to return to
his celestial abode.

Classroom teaching is one of them, with my
reflections constantly shaping my interactions
with my students. As with every job, I have had
my own trials and triumphs, each having a
special place in the fabric of my teaching
journey. Parallels can be drawn between my
story and the story of Pied Piper of Hamelin -
the pipe being the art of telling stories and the
rats being my beloved yet indifferent adolescent
children. At the end, each and every student
learnt the hard skills (e.g., algebra) to succeed in
what they do and soft skills (e.g., decisioning) to
succeed where they go.
