Dr. Sapna Poti – My life’s journey & its
learnings
….dedicated to Ramola Teacher!
“Your child will not live you may take her back”
were the words by Dr Rao at Krishan Nursing
Home to my hapless parents and elder brother
(all of 3 years old!). Shell shocked they took a
breach and premature baby home. Luckily for
me my maternal grandmother landed up from
Mangalore to Ernakulam when she heard that
her grand daughter was born. Miraculously she
took care of me and I survived – that’s the time
I learnt the meaning of “Survival of the Fittest”.
Not only did I survive I also grew up to be 5
feet 9 inches tall and commenced my second
life that was even more eventful! 

I was raised in the Fertilizer townships of India
initially at FACT, Kerala then at IFFCO and
KRIBHCO at Kalol and Hazira, Gujarat
respectively. Growing up years was such fun
with multilingual, multi-cultural friends in the
township, it was like a huge family. My father
brought me up with a lot of care and nurture,
filling me with love and wisdom. Unfortunately
he passed away when I was 16 years old and
was in my 12  grade. This was another jolt, my
mother was a house wife and brother
collapsed due to this incident and his mental
condition was diagnosed as Schizophrenia.
However my mother was a strong minded lady,
she picked up from where my Dad had left her
and managed the family as well as the
financials. I went on to obtain a dual degree i.e.
an MBA and a Masters in Labour Law. The
entire childhood to college was a roller coaster
ride and life taught me that “when life gives
you lemons make lemonade!”

During my entire school days my father ensured
I focused a lot on sports, that was a boon
through out my life as I learnt traits such as
keeping an eye on a target, strategizing by
understanding the weaknesses and strengths of
the opponents, perseverance, never say die
attitude, team spirit and most importantly
leadership qualities of being highly confident.
This helped me through my career as well. 

I started my career in the private sector with
some of the best brands i.e. Crompton Greaves,
Tatas, Toyota, Deloitte, ITC etc. I learnt
different styles of leadership and realized there
is no short cut to hardwork, one also needed to
be highly disciplined, structured, follow
processes and be highly achievement oriented
(also learnt through my training for Badminton
and Swimming as a sports person). Having said
that, by evening I would get extremely fatigued
and demotivated. I knew something was
missing, I was earning huge amounts of money
but there was an underlying sadness in my life.
Very soon I understood it stemmed from not
having a fundamental purpose in life! I decided
to take a break and went to Indian Institute of
Science to undertake a research associate stint
on a USAID project on Power analytics and
consumer behaviour, here I learnt a lot about
research hypothesis, methodologies, literature
revivew, quantitative and qualitative data
analysis, SPSS etc. This helped me to go to the
next level of undertaking a PhD from IIT Madras  
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towards skill development, hence in this
manner I tried out many out of the box
strategies and made a name in this space.
Meanwhile I also won few prestigious
fellowships such as the Chevening Fellowship
of the “Future Leaders of India” and went to
Britain for further studies, the fellowship
included discussions and visits to leaderships
of the UK Parliament, United Nations, Geneva,
World Health Organization (WHO), World Trade
Organization, Innovation hubs, Ministry of
Education and Skill Development and so. It also
entailed a project that I wrote on “Employer
Ownership in Skill Development” where I
stated that skill development should be based
on the demand generation. I also won the
Swedish Leadership Fellowship that included
visits to Sweden as well as few countries such
as Dareslam etc at Africa. Constantly
furthering academic pursuits is extremely
pertinent for gaining required knowledge and
to hone networking skills. 

by the age of 37 years ! Going back to School
after strenuous working experience is a great
feeling. It not only rejuvenates you but also
you also find time to introspect and find your
purpose in life! At IIT Madras during my
Doctorate studies, I realized that undertaking
large scale social impact is what I actually
desired to do ! Luckily for me at ITC I got to
manage Government sector and met senior
officials from Ministry of Human Resources
Development as well as the Prime Minister’s
Office. They encouraged me to move into the
Government sector. I took a risk of my life,
moving from a highly paying private sector job
role to a getting into unknown territories, from
a safe haven of home at Bangalore to an
unknown city of Delhi where I was told people
lose faith on humanity ! Having an appetite
for risks is what I realized paid off for me ! I
joined the National Skill Development
Corporation and managed very risky
Government schemes that took me to naxal
and militancy areas, blindfolded to discuss
with militants on moving to main stream and
skilling themselves, I found myself driving all
the way to Jammu and Kashmir during the
curfew days, managing the UDAAN scheme of
Ministry of Home Affairs, Naxal areas and the
North East Region, I was also in the working
group of Niti Aayog for Mountain States. At
the North East Region, I played football with
the Chief Minister of Arunachal and Mr Kiren
Rijeju, got the captain of football Mr
Bhaichung Bhutia to be the youth icon to
attract the North East region students

Today I am at the Office of the Principal
Scientific Adviser to the Government of India
(PSA,GoI) who is the adviser to the honorable
Prime Minister of India. This office was
commenced by Dr.Abdul Kalam when he was
the adviser to the honorable Prime Minister
Shri Vajapayee. Currently we have the forth
Principal Scientific Adviser to the Government
of India Prof Ajay Sood from Indian Institute of
Science, quantum expert, experienced in nano
technology, Padmashri, Royal society member
and so on. 
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I report directly to him and manage the
Strategic Alliances Division that works with
Startups and Institutes to support social
impact and industrial growth with the support
of philanthropic and corporate India.

I have designed India’s platform for research
and development as well as innovations
known as Manthan.gov.in. This platform has
been selected as the topmost eight
Government initiatives globally by the World
Economic Forum, United Nations and the
Prime Minister’s office of UAE at the World
Government’s Summit. I had a chance to
present the platform to Twenty six Prime
Ministers and their delegations for three days
at Dubai including ex Prime Ministers such as
Tony Blair and so on. In addition, Manthan
received the Dun & Bradstreet award for
Business Excellence as well as the Public
Sector Units award for digital excellence. We
have sourced 1 billion USD worth of projects
for scientists and technologists of India. Since
most of the projects are won by the IITians,
NITians and premier institutions I have also
commenced another concept that I developed
known as UTTHAN Upscaling of Tier 2 & Tier 3
colleges for the Advancement of the Nation.

This focuses on uplifting the lesser known
Government and private institutions on
research and innovation development.
Further, since 70% of rural India is unable to
either articulate its problem statements on
the platform nor are they able to  select their

innovations that are required from the Manthan
platform, my team and I are now working on
Rutage (rural) Smart Village Centers for
focusing on employment and entrepreneurship.
It deploys market ready innovations on the
ground since ‘access to market’ to startups
should be provided for them to progress, only
then the youth will focus on social impact
related technology development. I have now
requested National Bank for Agriculture and
Rural Development (NABARD) to set up a
Center of Excellence that will support us with
Technologies verification and selection for
deployment, monitoring and evaluation of the
Rutage Smart village centers, financial and
market linkages as well as fund raising activities.
Strategic thinking and meticulous execution is a
must to progress in any National programs. In
addition to this I also drafted a series of
episodes script for Amazon Prime Serial
“Mission Start Ab”, it is reality show with real
founders of startups. 1500 startup founders
applied on Manthan out of which 14 of them
were selected after rigorous evaluation for two
years. These episodes were for capacity
building of startups that are not incubated as
India has only approximately 300 incubators.
The training were through episodes that I wrote
on attracting employees, retention, operational
issues, pitching to investors and so on. 
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Never have I looked above me for guidance,
independently carving out the programs and
diligently working with my team to reach the
heights on each one of them has become a
habit.

I have lost my mother by this time and yet I
find my parents always with me, giving me the
strength to overcome all the obstacles in life
and keep going. I still recall my father telling
me “Sapna, if you have not made enemies or
if there are people not jealous of you that
means clearly you have not made any great
progress in life !” that is how tough life is
going to be and you should always float above
it and overcome all your obstacles by viewing
them as an opportunity to do better every
time ! 

Last but not the least compete with your
previous achievement, do not politic, wear
blinkers and keep going for your Nation with a
high level of self motivation and energy,
believe in yourself and complete your tasks as
on yesterday as the pace of work also needs
to be competitive to other Nations !
Hoping many more would join the Nation
building band wagon from St. Xaviers and
making our classmates and teachers that
shaped us so far proud !
