I want to continue gaining
knowledge, pursue more academic degrees, and
contribute to pharmaceutical sciences through
impactful research. But above all, I want to
dedicate my life to teaching and inspiring
generations of students helping them find their
confidence, their strengths, and their place in
the world.

One of my deepest desires is to support the
students who feel unnoticed, unsure, or
underestimated and to help them rise, shine,
and take their rightful place. Because I know,
from my own journey, that confidence and
opportunity can change lives.

Closing Note
Being a Xavierite is not just about where I
studied; it is about who I became. St. Xavier’s
gave me values, courage, friendships, and a
stage that I still carry with me. Once a Xavierite,
always a Xavierite. No matter how many
degrees I earn or how many titles I hold, the
foundation built here will always remain my
strongest anchor.

Day 4 – The Compass That Forgot Its North

When we feel burnout, overworked, drained, or
disconnected, “lost” due to pressure, to remind
oneself that clarity > speed, to transition from
chaos to calm & to reflect on alignment, purpose,
and emotional fatigue. In a quiet coastal village
lived a young sailor named Arin. He carried an old
compass passed down from his grandfather that
always pointed him home. Every morning, Arin
sailed farther and farther into the sea. The villagers
applauded him, you’re so hardworking, so
dedicated, the pride of the village. Arin felt proud.
So, he pushed himself to sail even more each day.
But gradually, something changed. His compass
needle began wobbling. Some days it pointed east,
other days south, sometimes nowhere at all. One
evening, while returning from a long journey, Arin
noticed he couldn’t find the lighthouse anymore.
His compass wasn’t pointing home. Exhausted and
confused, he returned to the village elder and asked
why is my compass broken? The elder looked at
him gently and said, your compass isn’t broken, it’s
exhausted. just like you. A compass loses its true
north when it has been pushed too long without
rest. He placed the compass in a bowl of still water,
letting it settle.
Slowly the needle realigned itself. See, the elder
smiled, when the water becomes calm, the compass
remembers its direction. When your mind becomes
calm, you remember yours. Arin finally
understood, he didn’t need to sail farther, he
needed to pause, breathe, and reconnect with what
mattered. From that day on, Arin sailed fewer miles
but deeper ones, and his compass never lost its
north again.

Reflect in life how often feeling busy meant being
purposeful? How often we lost our inner direction
because of constantly run without pausing?
Remember burnout is not a sign of weakness it is a
sign of misalignment. Inner clarity requires
stillness. We are not lost simply 

tired. Our mind needs pauses to return to clarity.
Rest is a responsibility, not a reward. Like a
compass doesn’t work in a storm neither does the
mind. Exhaustion is our body signalling us to
pause & realign. We find direction not by moving
faster, but by becoming still. The Irony of life is
we work hard for a better life, but lose our life
while chasing it, we ignore early signs of
exhaustion until the breakdown is loud, we
sacrifice peace to achieve success but forget that
without peace, success feels like failure, we
confuse movement with progress and end up
going in circles. Let’s go ahead in life and let go of
the belief that rest is laziness, constant busyness
and rushing, the habit of proving our worth
through work, trying to please everyone,
unrealistic expectations from self and others,
ignoring our body and the emotional signals it
keeps giving us. Instead let’s start taking mindful
pauses, checking in with our energy levels,
aligning work with values, saying “no” when
needed, protecting our mental space, doing
things that nourish our spirit, valuing and resting
without felling guilty or apologetic. Thoughts to
Ponder on 
1. Where in your life does your “compass needle”
feel shaky?
2. What have you been doing out of pressure, not
purpose?
3. What drains you the most right now?
4. What do you need to pause, reduce, or stop
temporarily?
5. What small action can bring you back to
alignment?
When we lose direction, don’t run harder become
still. Our true north returns in the quiet.
Sometimes losing our way is life’s way of asking
us to realign. Stop chasing the horizon return to
the truth inside us.
