Each day, she stared longer, trying to “fix”
herself instead of fixing the mirror. She
bought creams for wrinkles that didn’t exist.

And slowly, she began to
lose herself not to age or flaws, but to her own
distorted reflection. One morning, a little
child who lived nearby came running into her
room, laughing, “Why are you looking so sad,
Didi?

For the first time, she
realized: It wasn’t her that was broken. It was
the mirror she kept believing in. That day, she
gathered all the pieces, walked to the garden,
and created a mosaic a shining art piece that
reflected light, not distortion. And every
morning after, she looked at it and smiled:
“My beauty isn’t in the mirror. It’s in how I
see myself”

Reflect in life as you ask yourself have you
ever had a phase where, no matter how much
you achieved or how good you were,
something

inside you whispered ‘it’s not enough? You start
measuring your worth through others’ eyes
through likes, feedback, or appraisals and
slowly, your own reflection feels unfamiliar.
Take a moment and reflect are the eyes we use
to judge ourselves wearing someone else’s lens?
Remember we all have that mirror it’s not made
of glass; it’s made of opinions, comparisons, and
self-doubt. Sometimes, we stare so long at our
cracks that we forget we still shine. Mirrors
show your face, not your worth.

The Irony of life is we spend our lives chasing
approval from mirrors, people, or social media
forgetting that none of them show us as we
truly are. The tragedy, the moment we stop
believing in our worth, even truth looks
blurred. Yet, when we stop fixing reflections
and start healing perceptions, life reflects peace
back to us. We can’t hate ourselves into
becoming better. Let’s go ahead in life and let go
of comparing our journey, appearance, or
success to others, seeking validation from
external reflections (people or platforms). harsh
self-criticism or constant “fixing” ourselves,
instead let’s start valuing progress over
perfection, acknowledging our uniqueness,
practicing gratitude for our authentic self. The
moon never doubts its light because the ocean
reflects it differently.
